
Using IRTool to get the JP1 info from Pronto Hex

There is a section of the Remote Central web site dedicated to collecting lots of discrete codes, which are typically for functions that do not exist as real buttons on the original remotes for the devices in question.  These discrete codes are always posted in Pronto Hex format.  Other Pronto users also often post additional codes that they have found in Pronto Hex format.  The URL for the Discrete Code section of Remote Central is:

If you want to extract the JP1 info from Pronto Hex, you will need to use a program called IRTool.  This program was originally written just for Pronto users, but we have adapted it for JP1 use.  You will also need to download the DecodeIR.dll program, which you can either store in the same directory as IRTool, or better yet, you should store in your Windows / System directory as it is used by several other JP1 programs.  (You can find IRTool  in the “Programs” folder, and DecodeIR is in the “Tools” folder, both at Yahoo).

First, highlight the piece of Pronto Hex that you want to decode and “copy” it (ie, CNTL-C)

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Then, fire up the IRTool program and you will see the following panel.  The section circled in red is where you should “paste” the Pronto Hex.
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Once the Pronto Hex has been pasted into the highlighted box, press the “Decode Hex” button, which will cause the following little pop-up screen to appear…
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In this case, the Pronto Hex that we copied uses the Replay protocol, with a device code of 1, an OBC of 14 and an EFC of 066.  You can now use this info to either add the function to an existing upgrade (using KM or RM) or you could potentially create a keymove using the EFC code.

NOTE:  As the JP1 feature of the IRTool program was added after the fact, it doesn’t affect the programs regular decode routines.  So, when you click “OK” on the pop-up screen, you will see how IRTools internal routines decode the Pronto Hex.  Chances are that it will either not recognise the code or it will decode it differently to how the JP1 function decoded it.  You should ignore the non-JP1 decode.
